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ÅWe have 3 pieces we need to understand

ÅVersion

ÅLanguage

ÅOn each various settings and restrictions can be applied for the 
publishing process

Under the hood ɀThree pieces
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ÅSitecore uses 2 databases: Master and Web (by default)

ÅThe publishing process:
ÅReads from the Master database based off the publishing settings

ÅAdheres to the restrictions thatɅve been set

ÅCopies valid items into the Web database

ÅTriggers other low level processes to ensure the end -user can consume the content

ÅHTML Cache Clear

ÅIndexing

ÅEach version can have
ÅWhether itɅs publishable yes or no

ÅA Ɉfromɉ date to indicate from what 
date and time this version is valid

ÅA Ɉtoɉ date to indicate until what date 
and time this version is valid
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Publishing Restrictions ɀItem

ÅThe item as a whole can have
ÅWhether itɅs publishable yes or no

ÅA Ɉfromɉ date to indicate from what 
date and time this version is valid

ÅA Ɉtoɉ date to indicate until what date 
and time this version is valid
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Publishing Restrictions ɀTargets

ÅThe targets tab lists all available 
publishing targets. There are 
several states possible:
ÅYouɅve never explicitly made a selection 

so the item is publishable to all targets 
based on your publish action settings

ÅYouɅve selected a specific publishing 
target allowing the item to be 
published to that target

ÅYouɅve deselected a specific publishing 
target to prevent the item from being 
published to that target

ÅDefault target is called Ɉϥnternetɉ which is linked to the ɈWebɉ database

ÅMultiple databases and targets can be setup
ÅFor example you can add a Ɉstagingɉ or Ɉpreviewɉ target linked to that database which 

can be exposed through a dedicated Content Delivery server or a special Site Definition 
using a different URL
